· Individual Development Account (IDA)
· Provides one on one case management, financial budgeting, advocacy and a matched savings program for adult individuals who have taxable income.  Funds for car purchase, small business and post-secondary education, first home purchase; must be 200% below poverty
· VITA- Income tax assistance; complete ~400 tax returns annually
· Located in Housing Authority in Calhan and Fountain
· Connect with community resources for transition after services are complete
